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Honourable Comemoration Symposium!
It is a great honour and privilege for me to be invited to this Radu Grigorovici Centenary Symposium. I feel it as my duty to speak about mz relation wit him, and his influence on my scientific carrier. It was very important to me to join the outstanding scientific school of Professor Grigorovici as a zoung scientist in 1964.
Maz I call the situations of that time to our mind. Romania and Hungary, together with the  Eastern Central European Counties were excluded from Europe since 1945, this means for fifteen years. Our countries were practically isolated. This was valid also for the scientists. But individually the isolation started to decline. Cooperation started among the Academies of Sciences. Scientific visits to weatern countries however were limitid and were a privilege. International scientific conferences however could be organized inviting foreigners, even western scientists. But this needed long bureaucratic procedures.
In Budapest, in the Research Institute for Technical Phzsics, the head of our research group, professor Pocya elaborated the conception and philosophy of research in field of thin film physics: understanding the fundamental phenomena of the formation of thin film structures by the atom-by-atom addition and determining the correlation between technology-structure evolution-structure and properties. As natural, scientists are searcheng for cooperation with partners the same concept. Prof. P(cza found in the literature prof- Grigorovici on  Bucharest and his group as well. Relations started with an exchange of letters. Later prof. P(cza invited prof. Grigorovici to the International Optical Conference, in Budapest, in 1963, organized in cooperation with the International Optical Committee.
Their discussions concluded in a common proposal for scientific cooperation and mutual visits of scientists. The Academz of Sciences of Romania and Hungary appoved the proposal.
I was lucky, to be first scientist spending 3 months in the laboratory of prof. Grigorovici. The common work was a great experience and it contributed to mz scientific carrier. I experinced the treating of scientific problems in a comprehensive framework and of the research phylosophy of professor Grogorovici in accordance with that of professor P(cza.
I may summarize the two main ideas and philosophy of film research in those time:

First:

- the key issue of research and production of thin films can be the undersanding of the structure evolution and possible restructuring, as well as the structure-property relations, and second, which was the fundamental point of the research philosophy;

  - the structure evolution of thin films is a very complex process controlled by numerous parameters, the is why a scientific approach could be to select model material systems in which the complex growth and restructuring processes can be reduced to their basic components.
The research policy and work of professor Grigorovici was continued by professors Manaila and Devenyi. I was verz lucky in my scientific work that our research groups cooperated in fulfilling this conception and that our collaboration resisted also when the official policy of science obliged to unrealistic tasks.
Our cooperation was continued up to now and resulted in some important achievements published in meanlz 50 scientific papers.
I like end of my contribution has been announced  that their year the Nobel prize in chemistry was …for the discovery of quasin… With his occasion I would like to mention that the coordonator of  proof. Radu Grigorovici professor Manaila  made also an important contribution to the better understanding of the …of … 
I sincerely hope that the community of scientists and the science policz of Romania would not only remember and commemorate professor Grigorovici but will incorporate his conception and policy in the future projects.
