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MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

Prof. D. Zugrăvescu, corresponding member of the Romanian Academy, Director of the Institute of Geodynamics “Sabba S. Ştefănescu” of the Romanian Academy (IG-SSS-AR), 

and

Acad. V.N. Strahov, General Director of the United Institute of Earth Physics of the Russian Academy of Sciences (UIPE-RAS),

which, on 15.06.2002, agreed to establish a Virtual International Laboratory of Geodynamics (VILG), constituted of highly qualified researchers from the institutes they lead, dedicated to the study of geodynamically active areas and, firstly, of the Vrancea geodynamically active area*), dedicated to a better knowledge of parameters causally related to the cumulation in this area of stress responsible for seismic energy release, respectively to the assessment of the real possibilities to forecast strong earthquakes.


Taking into account that the two founding members agreed that in the VILG highly trained specialists from other research units from Romania, Russia and other countries, interested in this studies, could be included, the founding members have met today, 25.03.2002, at the Institute of Geodynamics “Sabba S. Ştefănescu” of the Romanian Academy headquarter, attended by Dr.C.S.Sava and Dr.V.G.Budanov, official representatives of the undersigned persons, to analyse intent letters regarding participation at VILG sent by the interested research and education units.


First of all, the decision of the founding members has been taken to include in VILG only the scientists nominated by the leaders of the units in which they are active – research and education units of high prestige.


We stress that, by the agreement of the leaders of the concerned institutions, the specialists included in the VILG will be able to use the logistics of the institutions which have sent the letters of intent: facilities, equipment, means of acquisition, storage and processing of information, telecommunication means, transportation means, observatories and various kinds of observation networks, maintenance and calibration laboratories, and, when the parties agree, the internal and international relationships established by bi- and multilateral agreements of these institutions.

The undersigned consider necessary that the VILG members, together or each of them, participate at national and international bids destined to finance research within the objectives of VILG, in partnerships accepted by funding agencies, to obtain funds destined to the Laboratory activities. Administration of these funds will be done, as a first stage, using the administrative structures of the two pivot institutes (IG-SSS-AR and UIPE-RAS), the percentage of these funds administered being established by a bilateral agreement according to the effort of each of the two institutions within the project. Until such funds will be obtained, it is agreed that the activity concentrates on the Vrancea seismogenic area, information gathering in this area being funded within the frame established, on one hand, between the Romanian Academy and the Russian Academy of Sciences, between the Romanian Academy and the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Moldavia, between the Romanian Academy and Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique (CNRS) – France, and between the Romanian Academy and Deutsche ForschungsGemeinschaft (DFG) – Germany, and, respectively, between the Russian Academy of Sciences and Centre National de la Recherche Scientifique (CNRS) – France, and, on the other hand, from the funds of the two pivot institutes of the VILG, IG-SSS-AR and UIPE-RAS.


The undersigned agree that measurements in the Vrancea seismogenic area be started this year, in principle in June, by teams of researchers from the pivot institutes, and be continued, under the Romanian part supervision, by recording, as continuously as possible, with equipment provided by the two founding institutes.


The undersigned agree that the information acquired in common be at the disposal of all VILG members, the results obtained by its scientific valuation being common property and the resulting papers being published under the authorship of the effective participants, either at the obtaining of the information, or at its processing and scientific valuation.


The founders of the laboratory take note with satisfaction that, following the discussion had in 2001 at UNESCO-Paris by Acad. V.N. Strakhov, continued in 2002 by Prof. Dorel Zugrăvescu, corresponding member of the Romanian Academy, with Mr. F.W. Elder, Director of Earth Sciences Division, UNESCO-Paris expressed its full interest for cooperation and for supporting by specific means the activity of the Laboratory.


The founders decided that, taking into account the desire expressed by other research and education units to contribute to the activity of the Laboratory through their scientists, they will define the laboratory structure at this stage during a meeting to be organized in Moscow, between 15-18 April 2002.
